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Notes from our Minister

Historian Howard Zinn died last month at the age of 87. | did not know Zinn personally but he
had a huge impact upon my life. | read his "The People's History of the United States" when | was
in my early 20s. Zinn's thesis that history is so often made by, and progressive change so often
comes from, ordinary people greatly influenced the way | think about the world and the possibili-
ties | see in social justice organizing.

Zinn was not just a scholar. He was a tireless activist for the causes that he believed in. Right up
until his death he was speaking out against war, poverty and racism. One of his last talks was enti-
tled "Three Holy Wars." In it he examined the Revolutionary War, the Civil War and World Il to
question the premise that there is such a thing as a good war. After questioning these wars he chal-
lenged the notions that the current war on terror is moral, necessary or even helpful in combating
terrorism.

Zinn was an important mentor to many other activists, including the writer Alice Walker.
Through his actions and teachings he inspired others to act. Now, as our country is mired in two
wars and in the depths of what has become known as the Great Recession, we need such inspira-
tion. And I know that even now that he is gone, Zinn will continue to inspire me and challenge me
to remember that the people who have the power to change the world are all around me --in my
family, in my neighborhood and most especially in my religious community.

Joys and Concerns

Once a month, on the first Sunday, we invite people to individually share their Joys and Con-
cerns while a Worship Associate lights a candle in honor of the Joy or Concern. The rest of the
month Joys and Concerns are incorporated into the service leader's spoken meditation. If you have
a Joy or Concern you would like shared, there are three ways you can communicate it to the ser-
vice leader:

1. You can contact the Society's Office up until 6:00 p.m. on the Thursday before the service;

2. You can fill out a Joys and Concerns Form up until the start of the service. The forms, and a box
to receive them, are available in the back of the Sanctuary. They are collected by a Worship As-
sociate immediately before the service starts. On the form you can indicate whether or not you
would like to be contacted by the minister or if you would like your Joy or Concern included in
the Beacon.

At the midpoint of the current fiscal year the UUSC finances are in good shape and, for the
most part, adhering to budget expectations. Expenditures are at their anticipated levels. Income is
off a little in the pledge account and rental income lags behind the anticipated amount at this time.
The congregation took on some extra capital expenditures for maintenance projects (front door
threshold and furnace repairs), but they have not overwhelmed the overall budget line. Another
capital expenditure, the office renovation project, actually came in lower than the board had budg-
eted and the contractor had originally bid.

Our investments in the UUA Common Endowment Fund and the Fidelity Mutual Funds are im-
proving and appear to be recovering from the recession.

All members should have received by now a Second Quarter report of contributions, which in-
clude their pledge offerings through December 2009. Everyone should have also received with the

Congregational Poll Results

The poll was conducted on Sunday, January 31, to determine which five of six proposed action
issues should be included on the Final Agenda for General Assembly 2010 and for approval of the
UUA draft statement of the Conscience of Peacemaking. 33 members of the UUSC were present for
the congregational poll.

The five issues that were chosen include Ending Slavery (26 votes), Energy, Peace and Justice (25
votes), Immigration as a Moral Issue (26 votes), National Economic Reform: A Moral Imperative (31
votes), and Revitalizing American Democracy (30 votes). The sixth proposed action issue, Nuclear
Disarmament (7 votes) was not included.

The vote to accept the draft statement of the Conscience of Peacemaking was unanimous.

Special Collections

The February 14 Special Collection will benefit CASA, the human rights organization co -founded
by Rev. Bossen to support indigenous communities and social movements in Mexico. Other upcom-
ing special collections will benefit the Home Repair Resource Center (March), seminarians affiliated
with the Society (April), Planned Parenthood (May), Rebuilding Together Cleveland (June) and Si-
erra Club Inner City Outings (July). The January Special Collections raised $204.18 for GreenCity-
BlueLake, the sustainability center of The Cleveland Museum of Natural History, and $600.34 for the
UUA/UUSC joint relief fund for Haiti.
