Figuring out how we want to be, as a congregation, in our world is an ongoing and ever-changing
endeavor. Imagination helps. And at GA, there are many examples which feed the imagination.
There are examples of congregations who do a wide variety of social justice work, and workshops
dissecting what they did right and what did not work so well, and why it did or did not. There are
opportunities for hands-on (or feet on the ground) social action. Last year, the big one was a
massive march against some local homophobic legislation. Next summer, since it is designated a
