Wheelchair Available: The Society has a wheel chair
available for use during congregational events.
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This past month we held our third annual Remembering the Dead service to commemorate the
seventh anniversary of the start of the Iraq War. The service was attended by about twenty people
through the course of the evening, close to half of whom were not members of the Society.

Each year the service has been quite different. The liturgy has been essentially the same, but the
number of people in attendance has varied. The first year of the service, when George Bush was
still the President, we had a large crowd and two television channels showed up to film part of the
service. The second, right after Barack Obama had been inaugurated President, was not attended
by anyone. Despite this we received a handwritten note from Senator Sherrod Brown thanking us
for our efforts and a letter | wrote was published by the Plain Dealer. This year Representative
Dennis Kucinich's office sent a representative to the service and we received calls from Senator
Brown and House Speaker Pelosi's offices.

The lesson | draw from our experience with this service over the last few years is that even a little
light can shine brightly. What we do together matters and is noticed by the larger community. It is
true that we won't stop the wars or change the world by ourselves. But we can serve as a beacon
and articulate a vision for a better world and stronger human community. And that can make a
difference.
