Wheelchair Available: The Society has a wheel chair
available for use during congregational events.
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Last Sunday's letter writing campaign was a success. Members and friends of the Society wrote more
than 60 letters—most of them handwritten—to a variety of public officials including Arizona Governor Jan
Brewer, Ohio Governor Ted Strickland, Senator George Voinovich, Senator Sherrod Brown and President
Barack Obama protesting Arizona State Bill 1070 and calling for immigration reform. Many pledged to boycott
Arizona until Sl]33 1070 is repealed.

In the wake of such a strong congregational response I am going to ask the Board to consider a motion
at the June Board meeting urging the Unitarian Universalist Association to boycott Arizona. As some of you may
know, the 2012 UUA General Assembly is scheduled to be held in Phoenix. Tyhis year General Assembly will be
debating whether or not hold the 2012 Assembly in Phoenix as scheduled. I think'it is important that we. How
we spend our money is an expression of our values.

The actual business resolution that will be debated on the floor of the Assembly reads as follows:

Business Resolution on Phoenix General Assembly 2012

"Whereas the state of Arizona has recently enacted a law—SB 1070—that runs counter to our first principle,
affirming the worth and dignity of every person,

Whereas the Association stands in solidarity with allies using a widespread economic boycott of Arizona as leverage for Love against
this hateful legislation;

Be it resolved: we will not meet in a state of fear.
Accordingly, the Assembly hereby:

Directs the UUA General Assembly Planning Committee to recommend to the Board of Trustees an alternate
location for General Assembly 2012 at a location ontside the state of Arizona;

. Pledges to generate from Member Congregations the amount sufficient to cancel arrangements in Phoenix for GA
2012,

. Pledges further to generate an equal or greater amount to fund ongoing efforts to Stand on the Side of Love in Ari-
gona.

. Pledges to renew and redonble our efforts to become a multicultural, anti racist Association; to live as a people

standing faithfully in opposition to systemic racism in our congregations, local communities, and in onr own lives.

It is estimated that cancelling the Assembly in Arizona will cost the UUA as much as $600,000. If passed,
this resolution would pledge congregations to raise this money and an additional $600,000 to fund organizing
efforts in Arizona. It is my hope that our congregation will take part in raising some of these funds.

Incidentally if you are serious about boycotting Arizona some of the businesses you might want to boy-
cott include US Airways, Best Western, PetSmart, Discount Tire Company, U-Haul, Coldstone Creamery, Mesa
Airlines and P.F. Chang's China Bistro. If you regularly buy goods ot setvices from any of these companies, why
not talkg a few moments to write or call them and tell them you won't be their customer again until SB 1070 is
repealeds

They communicate with service leaders and, when appropriate,
compile orders of service, coordinate with musicians, and communicate with the office regarding
service information. On designated weeks, they Earticipate in the logistics and set-up of Sunday
morning services such as supplying candles, changing microphone batteries and distributing
hymnals.

Additionally, as a team, the Worship Associates lead Sunday service about four times a
year. The program is an excellent opportunity for worship participation, collaborative worship
development and spiritual growth.

Likewise, I've recently started sitting in the first couple of rows of the sanctuary. It takes some getting
used to, and at first I felt a bit uncomfortab%e up there.
